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Villa Vista is the permanent home for many of our owners, and although these guidelines may seem lengthy they are necessary to make Villa Vista a desirable place to live and visit as well as maintaining the value of our investment.  Your cooperation is very much appreciated.

The Board of Directors of Villa Vista

General 
1.
Villa Vista is never to be considered a hotel/motel or rental complex.  Owners must use discretion with guests and length of stay.  This rule is in effect all year long.


Noxious, offensive, dangerous, or unsafe activity will not be carried on in any unit, the common elements, or the limited common elements, nor will anything be done therein either willfully or negligently, which may be or become an unreasonable annoyance to the other unit owners or residents.    No unit owner or resident will make or permit any disturbing noises by himself, his family, servants, employees, agents, visitors, and licensees, nor do or permit anything to be done by such persons that will interfere with the rights, comforts, or convenience of other unit owners or residents.  No unit owner or resident will play, or allow to be played, any musical instrument, or operate or allow to be operated any electronic entertainment device at such high volume or in such other manner that it will cause unreasonable disturbances to other unit owners or residents.  If such sound can be heard and understood by persons of normal sensitivity within other units with doors and windows closed, and air handling systems on, it will be considered too loud.


Units on Villa Vista property are to be used for residential purposes only and as a single family private dwelling for the unit owner, members of his/her family and social guests, and for no other purpose.  Unit owners shall be responsible for the acts and conduct of their guests and tenants, and shall require them to comply herewith.


Unit owners and residents will keep their units in good state of preservation and cleanliness and will prevent the accumulation of materials that will constitute a danger or promote the spread of vermin, odors or conditions constituting a danger of nuisance to the common elements or other units.


Common elements will be used only for the purpose for which they were designed.  No person will undertake activities which permanently destroy or damage the physical improvements on the premises, or interfere with their proper use by others, or commit any vandalism, boisterous or improper behavior on the common elements, which interferes with or limit’s the enjoyment of the common elements by all others.


Each individual owner is responsible for damage caused by their children, guests, tenants or themselves.  Cost of repair for damage will be charged to the owner involved.


All overnight and/or long term guests are required to sign-in using the guest registration book, with Guest Parking Permits, on the table just inside the Recreation Room door off of the main lobby.  All information must be provided upon arrival, including estimated departure date.

2.
Premises are not to be used for any illegal, immoral or improper purposes.  Complaints concerning misconduct, poor decorum or infractions of rules and regulations must be reported to the Board of Directors.

3.
Any disturbance, excessive noise or annoyance detrimental to the premises or comfort and peace of inhabitants will not be allowed.  Call 911 for Police.

4.
Overnight guests - Florida Health Code: 6 stipulates no more than two (2) people per bedroom with a maximum per unit of 6 persons.

5.
Elevators are very expensive and important items.  Please instruct children on their proper use and do not allow children to play in or with the elevators.  

6.
Children are the direct responsibility of their parents or legal guardian while on Villa Vista property, including full supervision and compliance with these rules and regulations and all other Bylaws of the Association.  Playing in unauthorized areas, such as Recreation Room, Garden, Elevator, etc. and loud noise will not be tolerated.


Children are not permitted to run through any common area of Villa Vista.  The pool area is included in this rule.  They are to be closely supervised at all times.

7.
Proper attire while in Villa Vista requires that appropriate footwear be worn while in all indoor common areas such as, but not limited to, hallways, lobby area, recreation room and laundry facility rooms.

8.
Please be sure to check your clothing and especially your feet and footwear before entering the building and remove excess dirt and sand so as to protect our floors and carpets.

9.
Please do not enter the building with soaking wet (dripping) bathing suits and other wet attire so as to protect our floors and carpets.

10.
Skateboarding, skating, rollerblading, etc. are not permitted on Villa Vista property.

11.
The speed limit on Villa Vista property is 5 MPH for the safety of all.


Additionally for safety considerations we encourage turning your lights on during daylight hours while driving on Villa Vista property.

12.
Maintenance and repair - every owner must perform promptly all maintenance and repair work within his own unit, which if omitted would affect the project in its entirety or in a part belonging to other owners, being expressly responsible for the damages and liabilities that his failure to do so may create.


All the repairs of internal installations of the unit such as water, light, gas, power, sewage, telephone, air conditioners, sanitary installations, doors, windows, lamps and other accessories belonging to the unit area shall be at the owner’s expense.


An owner shall reimburse the Association for any expenditure incurred in repairing or replacing any common area and facility damaged through his fault or the fault of their service provider.


The Association maintains a list of acceptable local licensed service providers and encourages unit owners to check with the Villa Vista office for this list when repairs are required in their individual units.


Owners must notify the Villa Vista office and the current management company when they are expecting service people to be in the building conducting repairs with enough advance notice as required to coordinate efforts between building management/maintenance and the outside service provider.  An example would be a plumbing repair that would require turning off water to the building.  At least 2 days notification is required.


Emergency repairs requiring coordination of efforts must be reported to a Villa Vista Board member immediately upon determining the nature and depth of the problem.


Should an owner or their service provider cause damage to other units or common areas the owner of the unit being serviced will be responsible for any and all damage and repairs of same.  


The owner of any Villa Vista unit where damage results because of actions by the owner, resident, guest and/or renter or their service provider performing work on behalf of the owner, resident, guest and/or renter cause damage to any Villa Vista property requiring shut-off of water, gas or electrical power resulting in a mandatory evacuation of part or all of the building will be assessed all evacuation expenses for those residents who suffered the consequences..  Actual expenses such as, but not necessarily limited to, transportation expenses for relocation, temporary housing, pet kennel expenses (if required), medical care due to relocation and sustenance (meals) are examples of these expenses.  

13.
Florida Statute 718.111(5) gives the Association “the irrevocable right of access to each unit during reasonable hours, when necessary for the maintenance, repair or replacement of any common elements or for making emergency repairs which are necessary to prevent damage to the common elements or to another unit or units.”  In the event the Association cannot get into a unit in case of an emergency, the following action can be taken a) a locksmith can be called; b) the door can be broken in; and/or c) a window can be broken.  The owner of the unit will be responsible for all costs incurred in gaining access to the unit.

14.
No clothes, towels, linens, etc. are to be hung in the windows for coverage or drying purposes.

15.
Walkways must be clear at all times.  Do not leave bikes, strollers, shoes, packages, trash or other objects on walkways or stairwells.  

16.
No running or playing on walkways or in the stairwells and halls.

17.
Official notices regarding day-to-day operation of Villa Vista will be placed in the glass enclosed bulletin board, in the elevator notice holders, in the notice holders over the mailboxes and in or on any other common or limited common element by Villa Vista office staff or Board member only.

18.
Owner/Resident Bulletin Board - there is a bulletin board in the Recreation Room 
for use by owners, residents, guests for postings of items of general interest to all or a majority 

of owners/residents.  Such items of general interests would include: such postings as items for sale, Villa Vista real estate and rentals, social functions, VV real estate listings, memorial notices, well wishes, etc.


Postings are to be no larger than 8½”x11”.

Postings to be signed and dated by person (or group representative) placing the posting.

Postings are to be dated and removed by person placing the posting after 1 week from date.  


On-going postings must be approved by the Board and so noted as non-expiring.

Out of courtesy for the person placing the posting only that person or group placing the posting should remove the posted item, unless it has expired or is felt by the Board to be an inappropriate posting.


If at any time, in the sole discretion of an Officer of the Board of Directors, a posting is deemed inappropriate, it will be removed.


No personal postings are to be put in the elevators, lobby area, hallways, doors, etc. as has been the practice in recent history.  The posting boards in the elevators and over the mailboxes were installed for the use of the Board to notify residents of important information in the day-to-day operation of Villa Vista and should remain for that purpose only.

Elevators
1.
As the elevators are a key element in the security of Villa Vista it is imperative that strangers, delivery persons, etc. not be given access to the elevators without their host in attendance.  


This is not only important when assisting with access to get to a unit but also when that non-resident is leaving the unit.  They should be escorted to the outside of the building by their host to avoid the chance they could gain access to other floors from the elevator.  These people can call their host from the front entrance to let them know they are at the door.  The resident should then come to the lobby and escort them.


Security is one of the assets of Villa Vista and we must all work together to keep it safe.

2.
Report any damage or concerns about the elevator cars to the Villa Vista office 
immediately.

3.
Both elevator cars are equipped with an emergency call box should anyone experience any emergencies.

4.
Calls to the emergency service are billed per call so it is important not to tamper with or push the call button (purposely or inadvertently) when there isn’t an emergency.  

If by chance the button is pushed by accident please wait until the alarm staff answers your call, they will address you over the voice box, and advise them that the button was pushed in error and that there is not an emergency.  Otherwise they will have to assume there is an emergency and dispatch the necessary personnel to Villa Vista at a cost to Villa Vista.

Fire and Medical Emergency

Fire Emergency

Villa Visa has a state of the art Fire Alarm system with direct connection to the Fire Department.  The smoke detectors in your unit are monitored by the system on a unit-by-unit basis.  When a smoke detector goes into an “alarm” condition it will identify which unit it came from and report this information.

1.
When a smoke detector in your unit is activated it will sound a local alarm (constant chirp) in your unit and this information will be recorded at the central alarm station.  When the smoke condition is cleared the sounder in your unit will reset.

DO NOT ATTEMPT TO REMOVE THE SMOKE DETECTOR.  The Fire Department is aware of each smoke and/or supervisory alarm. 

In the event of a power failure in Villa Vista your Smoke Alarm Detector will continue to operate for the life of the back-up power system.

2.
If your smoke detector is activated and you detect a fire – evacuate your unit immediately, close your unit door behind you to isolate the fire and use the stairs to evacuate the building.  

DO NOT USE THE ELEVATOR

Use the nearest stairwell exit and activate the manual pull box alarm located at the entrance to each stairwell, on each floor, and also located at 4 locations at the lobby level.  The manual pull station has the same effect as calling 911.  The Fire Department will respond.  By activating the manual pull you will sound a general alarm (pulse tone) throughout the building including each unit.
3.
A smoke detector in the common hall will sound a general alarm (pulse tone) and will result in an automatic call to the Fire Department.

4.
The building sprinkler system is also connected to the new Fire System.  Activation of a sprinkler device will also sound an alarm.

NOTICE: At any time if you hear the general alarm (pulse tone) immediately evacuate the building using the stairs.  DO NOT USE THE ELEVATORS.  The Fire Department will automatically be called and on their way to Villa Vista. 

If you are physically challenged and require assistance evacuating you must notify the Board of Directors via the Villa Vista office advising them of your impairment and your unit number.  This information shared only with the Fire Department and they will come to your unit to assist you upon arriving at Villa Vista.

W   A   R   N   I   N   G
Intentionally sending a false alarm or tampering with any device of the Fire Alarm System (in your unit or anywhere in the building including the lobby panel) is a class 3 felony.  The Cocoa Beach Fire Marshal can and has advised he will impose a fine to and/or arrest the individual responsible.

Owners are responsible for advising their guests and tenants (including children) of all of the information contained in these guidelines and especially this section.

R  E  M  I  N  D  E  R
Emergency parking in the front entrance of the building is reserved for Fire, Police and Emergency Medical vehicles only.  Do not park or stand in this area at any time.

Medical Emergency

1.
If you have a medical emergency requiring rescue services first call 911.  


Be sure to give them information on the unit number or exact location if the person suffering the medical emergency isn’t in their unit.  

Grounds
1.
Sails, surfboards, body boards, beach chairs, lounges, etc. are NEVER to be left on grassy areas or in the pool area of Villa Vista and are subject to removal.


After rinsing sand and dirt from the equipment please store it properly.

Halls/Stairwells and Doors
1.
All stairwells and walkways must be kept free and clear of any objects and obstructions.

2.
Any soiling of the halls and/or elevators must be cleaned up by the responsible party.

3.
All stairwell doors will remain closed at all times to prevent unauthorized access.


For security purposes and fire protection propping open stairwell and unit doors open is strictly prohibited.  


Note:  If you encounter such activity please remove the door block and insure the door closes.  Report this type of activity to the Villa Vista office immediately.

4.
Sand filled receptacles are for extinguishing smoking materials only.  They are not for trash nor are they to be used as a cuspidor. 

5.
Doormats are not permitted outside individual units.

6.
Please make certain when entering and leaving the building that doors are closed and locked.  This is another measure to insure the security of Villa Vista.

Hobby Shop
1.
The hobby shop at the northeast end of the building has facilities for both maintenance personnel and residents to repair, paint and build.  Each user is required to clean up after they use the shop.  


If you are working on an ongoing project that would be best served by not having to put everything away at the end of the day, you can provide the office with an outline of your project and request permission from the Board to leave work “as is” for a period of time you feel would give you adequate time to complete the project.  Please bear in mind that no one person can dominate the entire workshop at any given time.


Those in residence may store personal tools in this area; however, space is limited so please do this only for the time of your project as this is not to be used as a permanent storage area.  


Materials and tools are left at owner’s risk.  Villa Vista Management will not be held responsible for missing or damaged materials and/or tools.

Laundry Rooms

Hours of operation are 7:00 a.m. through 10:00 p.m.
1.
These hours are required due to the dryer ventilation system hours of operation.  Using dryers before 7:00 a.m. and/or after 10:00 p.m. is a fire hazard and dangerous to the safety of the residents and property.

2.
The individual using the laundry room shall after each use: remove lint from dryer filter and clean up any spills of detergent, softener, bleaches and other laundry additives (dry and wet).

3.
All sand must be removed from clothing prior to putting the clothes in the washing machines.  Sand should be removed outside of the building and not in the common walk areas.

4.
Large bathroom rugs are not to be washed in the Villa Vista washing machines.  Those and like sized items should be taken to an off-site laundry facility with machines designed for those types of loads.

 5.
The laundry room doors are to remain closed at all times in order to adhere to fire codes.

6.
Please be considerate of your fellow residents.  Remove your clothes from the washers and dryers as quickly as possible after the wash and dry cycles are completed.  Clothes left in the machines for prolonged period of time are subject to removal.

7.
Approximate run times are posted on inside of each laundry room door.

Moving In or Out of Villa Vista

1.
Residents moving furniture in or out and using the elevator must schedule with the Villa Vista on-site office.  Move-in and out hours are 8:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m.

2.
The resident (moving in or out) is responsible for removing the debris and paying for all repairs to Villa Vista property.  If they have contracted with a moving service or delivery service it will be up to the resident to settle with the contractor, not Villa Vista.


It is imperative that Villa Vista have the forwarding address of the resident moving out for communication about the move-out.

Noise
1.
All unnecessary noises must be avoided, especially excessive slamming of doors.

2.
Car horns are not to be sounded except in an emergency.

3.
Power tools such as hammers and saws are not to be used before 9:00 a.m. or after 6:00 p.m.

4.
The volume levels of radios, TVs/DVDs, stereos/CDs, computers, and musical instruments must be confined to each individual’s unit.   

5.
Electronics as outlined in #4 above played at poolside must be kept at volumes so 
as not to offend other residents and guests.

6.
Randomly knocking on doors, ringing of doorbells and/or calling units from the entrance call box is not tolerated.


Noxious, offensive, dangerous, or unsafe activity will not be carried on in any unit, the common elements, or the limited common elements, nor will anything be done therein either willfully or negligently, which may be or become an unreasonable annoyance to the other unit owners or residents.    No unit owner or resident will make or permit any disturbing noises by himself, his family, servants, employees, agents, visitors, and licensees, nor do or permit anything to be done by such persons that will interfere with the rights, comforts, or convenience of other unit owners or residents.  No unit owner or resident will play, or allow to be played, any musical instrument, or operate or allow to be operated any electronic entertainment device at such high volume or in such other manner that it will cause unreasonable disturbances to other unit owners or residents.  If such sound can be heard and understood by persons of normal sensitivity within other units with doors and windows closed, and air handling systems on, it will be considered too loud.

Parking And Vehicle Policy
1.
Limit of 2 properly registered (with a valid license plate) motor vehicles per unit parked on Villa Vista property.  Residents must use their assigned parking space unless otherwise agreed to between owners.  


Improperly registered vehicles will be towed at owner’s expense.


Anyone parking in another’s space must furnish the Villa Vista office with written permission for its use or else is subject to towing at violator’s expense.  

2.
Visitor parking spaces are used on a first come first served basis and are used primarily for guests.  No overnight parking.

3.
Reserved parking - overnight guests must sign in and secure a parking permit for reserved spot parking.  Unauthorized vehicles will receive a warning and then be subject to towing at their expense.

4.
Owners’ parking spaces are limited to common property and the responsibility of the owner.  Extra care should be taken to make sure that fluids dripping from the vehicle do not 

damage the asphalt surface.  Individual assessments may be made to restore damaged surfaces.

5.
RV/Campers/Motor Homes may only be parked on Villa Vista property for the sole purpose of loading and/or unloading with advance permission from the Villa Vista Board of Directors.  These types of vehicles are to be parked in the eastern most parking area. Immediately after loading and/or unloading they must be moved off-site.  This should never exceed a period longer than 72 hours.

6.
No parking of any vehicle, trailer, boat, commercial vehicles is permitted on grassy areas.

7.
Minor automotive, boat, trailer repairs may be done on premises.  Major repairs must be conducted off-site.

8.
Car washing is limited to the washing areas on the East Sides of the building.  Water hoses for watering the grass are not to be used for washing cars.  

9.
Water valves, not just the hose nozzles, located inside the stairwell, and must be turned off after each use.  Leaky faucets should be reported to Villa Vista office immediately.  

10.
Vehicles with out of date tags or void of tags are not permitted and must not be left on Villa Vista property.

11.
Parking in front of Villa Vista is restricted for emergency vehicle use only.

For passenger access, loading and unloading purposes vehicles can be parked in the other driveway areas near entrance doors for a maximum of 10 minutes.  Anything beyond 10 minutes will be considered lengthy and can be towed away at owner’s expense.

12.  All vehicles parked under the building must park head in.

13.  All vehicles parked in unit specific parking spaces must display a Villa Vista Parking Decal available from the property management.

14.  Trucks for the purpose of this section shall be defined as any motor vehicle designed, used, or maintained primarily for the transportation of property as defined in FS 316 (59).

15.  Commercial Vehicles for the prupose of this section shall be defined as any self propelled or towed vehicle used on the public highways in commerce to transport passengers or cargo, if such vehicle:


A.  
Has a gross weight rating of 10,000 pounds or more;


B. 
designed to transport more than 15 passengers, including the driver; or


C.  Is used in the transportation of materials found to be hazardous for the 
purposes of the Hazardous Materials Transportation Act, as amended (49U.S.C. ss. 
1801 et seg.) As defined in FS 316 (66); or


D. 
 Any vehicle displaying commercial lettering or advertising.

Pest Control
1.
Villa Vista provides this service each month.  Notice of day and time will be posted in elevators and on bulletin board in lobby.  Access to all units is provided by Villa Vista Board of Director authorization.


Information as to the type of treatment used here at Villa Vista is available upon request.

2.
Requests to be excluded from a single monthly treatment must be presented to the Villa Vista office for approval two days prior to scheduled treatment.

3.
Requests to be excluded from treatment continuously for medical reasons must be accompanied by a letter or other written notice from physician or physician assistant two days prior to first month of scheduled treatment cessation. 

Pets
1.
Small pets (weighing no more than 25-30 pounds) are authorized to all residents*.

*Owners who lease their units may restrict pet allowance.

2.
No animal of any kind that has venomous or poisonous defense or capture mechanisms will be allowed in the premises. 

3.
Pets may not be kept, bred, or maintained for any commercial purposes.

4.
Leash laws must be obeyed.  Pet walkers must hold onto the leash.

5.
Owners are responsible for cleaning up if pet dirties any of the common or limited common areas.  Cocoa Beach has a clean-up, pooper-scooper, law and it is enforced.  

6.
Pets are not to be walked on Villa Vista grounds.  Special attention must be given to avoid the garden and grassy areas of Villa Vista.  

7.
Any accidental soiling on any Villa Vista property (inside and out) must be immediately cleaned up by pet owner.

8.
No owner shall permit a pet to become a nuisance (noise, health hazard, penetrating odors, fleas, etc.) or disturb other residents of Villa Vista.

Pool and Pool Area

The pool has controlled access with security key - gate to be securely locked upon entering and departing pool area.

Pool Hours:  Daily 9:00 a.m. through 10:00 p.m.

Pool Rules are posted inside the pool area - it is each attendee’s responsibility to read and abide by those posted rules.

There are no lifeguards at Villa Vista pool - everyone swims at his/her own risk.

1.
When in the pool area, children under the age of 12 must be accompanied by a resident adult.  There can be no exceptions to this rule.  A resident adult must accompany non-swimmers, under the age of 18, in the pool area.  Additionally residents must accompany all guests using the pool.

2.
Toys and rubber floats are not permitted in the pool.

3.
No glass containers are permitted in the pool area.

4.
No food is permitted in the pool area or in the pool itself.

5.
Beverages must be in non-breakable containers when in the pool area.

6.
All users of the pool must shower before entering the pool after applying lotions, oils, sun protective products and coming to the pool from the beach area to avoid additional pool maintenance to clean the oils and sand from the pool.

7.
Please use a towel over chairs and lounge chairs if you are using oils and lotions to protect others clothing who will be using the same furniture after you leave the area.

8.
Proper pool etiquette is expected by adults and children.  This includes no running, o rough housing, and no loud and no boisterous behavior.

9.
Proper attire is required.  No raw edge clothing allowed in pool as fragments will clog the filter and result in additional pool maintenance.  T-shirts and other appropriate tailored tops are permitted to avoid sunburn or unwanted exposure.

10.
Do not plan on getting into the swimming pool if you have a medical condition such as an infectious open sore.  This is not healthy for you or anyone else using 
the pool.  Pool chorine levels are not to be considered adequate to kill infectious germs.

11.
Pets are not permitted in the pool or pool area.

12.
The pool should not be used during thunderstorms as well as any other times the Villa Vista Board feels it is necessary to close the pool for maintenance and/or the protection of 

the people and property.  (If the pool is closed for maintenance and/or protection a notice will be posted at all entrances to the pool area.)

13.
Nothing is to be draped over the fence around the pool area.

14.
In preparation for reentry to the building please make sure that your swim clothes are no longer dripping wet and that you have taken care to remove sand from your person and belongings.

15.
The pool is limited to a maximum of 19 people.  No more than 6 guests of any unit, plus the owner (2 maximum) in the pool or pool area at any time.


Because of this limited pool capacity please do not try to reserve the seating by leaving towels or other personal items on the tables, chairs and/or lounges.  If you leave the pool area take your property with you.


Due to the limitations on pool capacity the pool and pool deck are not available for private parties.

Recreation Facilities
1.
The recreation facilities include the swimming pool, pool deck and area surrounding the fence of the pool, the recreation room and the hobby/workshop room.

2.
Use of recreation facilities is restricted to residents and their guests.  Guests are defined as persons visiting in the residence of, or staying with, the owner or tenant of a unit at Villa Vista.


Friends and relatives who live in neighboring areas are permitted to use the recreation facilities when they are in the presence of the owner or tenant of the unit in Villa Vista.

3.
Normal recreation facility hours are 9:00 a.m. through 10:00 p.m. daily.


The recreation room may be reserved and used after 10:00 p.m. on a limited basis with the approval of the Villa Vista Board of Directors.  


Consideration of noise levels while entering and leaving the recreation room activity will be appreciated at all times and especially during non-regular hours.

4.
The recreation room is available for private parties.  Reservations for such use must be scheduled through the office at least 2 weeks prior to the date of the party.  Reservations must be made for each use.  No blanket (repeat) scheduling permitted.


Any work required by building maintenance to return the recreation room, kitchen and/or bathrooms to the condition found at the on-set of the private party will be charged to 

the unit owner or tenant (host) at a minimum of $100 and a maximum of the actual costs incurred if in excess of $100, including maintenance staff time.


As the host of a private party in the recreation room it is important for you to note 
that it is your responsibility to make sure:

A.
The recreation room is left in the same level of cleanliness as you found it.  This applies to the kitchen and bathroom areas as well as the entrance areas.


B.
Lights must be turned off.


C.
Air conditioners must be turned off.

D.
Trash must be bagged and tied ready for disposal the next morning by the building maintenance staff.  User provides the trash bags.


E.
Doors and windows must be secured, not left open, unlocked or ajar.

F.
Furniture is to be repositioned as it was when the room was turned over by Villa Vista management for the event.

5.
Furniture from the recreation room may not be moved outside of the room for any purpose other than cleaning of the recreation room.

Renters
1.
All renters must sign a lease for no less than 4 months.  If a renter decides to leave prior to expiration of the four months, the owner is not permitted to lease the unit until the expiration of the four month term.   

2.
Leases must be provided to the Villa Vista Condominium Board of Directors for approval and acceptance.  This must be accomplished prior to the move-in day of the leasers.  

Important: A signed copy of the lease must be provided to the Villa Vista office.  All leases must include the Villa Vista Management Lease Addendum.

3.
All renters must complete the Villa Vista Condominium Rental Information Sheet and provide it to the Villa Vista office 3 business days prior to move-in.    All rental information sheets must be submitted with a criminal background and credit check for each occupant over 18 years of age.  Applicants must submit he application on the approved Villa Vista Rental Application Form.  If the applicant cannot provide a criminal background and credit check one can be ordered through the association for a $50.00 Fee.

4.
All renters must be given a copy of the current Villa Vista House Rules and these Guidelines upon execution of the lease, prior to move in.  A copy should be left in the unit for renters reference as well.  All occupants over the age of 18 years old will be required to sign for their copy of the Rules and Regulations prior to occupancy.

Roof Access
1.
Residents are not permitted on the roof unless accompanied by a member of the Villa Vista Board of Directors.  This restriction is due to our insurance coverage as it does not cover injuries sustained on the roof.

Security
1.
Building access should only be granted to people you are expecting and those you will be escorting while in and on Villa Vista property.


At no time should access be granted and elevators sent down to admit people to residential floors.

2.
It is the responsibility of all owners to take special care of their security keys.  The Villa Vista office must be notified if a security key is given to anyone other than a resident of the building, including real estate agents and brokers.  Their name, address and telephone numbers (cell number included) must be on file.

3.
At no time are doors and gates to be propped open to grant access.

Smoking Policy
1.
Smoking is not permitted within the building in common areas (lobby, hallways, elevators, recreation room, stairwells, laundry rooms, public restrooms and hobby shop).

2.
Sand filled receptacles are for extinguishing smoking materials only.  They are not for trash nor are they to be used as a cuspidor. 

3.
Smoking is prohibited within 25 feet from lobby doors and by entrances to buildings where smoke can be drawn into buildings (e.g. through doors, windows, air conditioning systems).
Storage Room Policy

1.
Storage rooms on residential floors are for the use of the owners/residents.  Stored items must be kept away from any electrical, telephone or TV cables and/or boxes.

2.
Paper and cardboard boxes are not suitable as storage containers.  Plastic storage bins should be used.  Luggage can be stored outside of a plastic bin.

3.
Name and apartment number must be marked on all 4 sides of the plastic bin for easy reading.

4.
All bins are to be inspected annually by the owner.  This is to make sure that items that are no longer necessary are discarded rather than left to take up valuable limited storage space.

5.
Use of the storage room is at the owner’s risk.  There are no guarantees that things will not be moved, possibly damaged, lost, etc.  Security is not possible with people having keys to the door.

Trash
1.
All garbage must be wrapped or bagged before being put down the garbage chutes on each floor.

2.
Cartons, boxes, etc. must be broken down and taken to one of the dumpsters on either side of the building.  Large items such as large bags, cartons, crates, boxes, can obstruct the chute causing a back-up of trash.

3.
The cleaning up of spillage around the chutes or dumpsters is the responsibility of the resident whose trash was spilled.

4.
Recycling containers are located in the trash areas on first floor for newspapers, plastic water and milk bottles, aluminum cans and rinsed glass containers.

5.
Removal of construction debris is the responsibility of the owners or his contractor and must be removed from the premises.  Construction debris may not be placed in VV dumpsters.


Use of Villa Vista dumpsters for this purpose is not permitted.

Window Coverings
1.
Windows will be covered with standard coverings.  No sheets, blankets, etc. shall 
be hung from or on the windows.  All new standard coverings are to be white facing out the windows to enhance a uniform appearance of the condominium and 
must be maintained in good working order.

2.
No decals, statues, figurines, flower pots, etc. or decorations of any kind are allowed on windows or ledges which are visible from the outside of the unit.

3.
Owners replacing windows must advise the Villa Vista Board.  Large lower windows must have mullion bar, and all lower windows must have safety bars 
unless replacement glass is hurricane or safety class meeting Florida area specifications.  

4.
Installation and maintenance of storm shutters is the responsibility of each individual unit owner and/or their tenant.  

5.
Installation of storm shutters must be to Villa Vista installation specifications (available from either the management company or the Villa Vista office) and must be “whitest white” in color and roll-down type.
